Abstract; Compared with the first round, the second round of institutional quality audit has the
following features: The duration, core focus, main procedures, rating scale and wording of results
largely remain unchanged, while some changes have been made, such as introduction of quality cul-
ture into the indicators, selection of best practices based on benchmarking of partner institutions,
regulation of quality risk, enhancement of utilization and improvement of tools. In light of the expe-
riences and pitfalls of the first round of evaluation, the second round of institutional quality audit
should be refocused on its new roles, values and methods in order that the evaluated institutions,
the evaluators as well as the designers of the evaluation can better contribute to the effectiveness of
internal quality assurance.

Abstract: Discipline construction is an important indicator to measure university development.
In order to adapt to the development strategy and specific requirements of the “double first-class”
construction, some colleges and universities under the guidance of the performance of the subject e-
valuation abolish the weak subjects as their basic way to optimize the subject layout. However,
from the perspective of the interdisciplinary system within the academic field, or from the perspec-
tive of power domination and capital competition under the social network structure, blindly aban-
doning the weak disciplines is easy to cause its lack of “position” in the discipline community and the
fall of the “discourse power” may also lead to the imbalance of the whole discipline organization sys-
tem and the fault of the discipline sustainable development.
