ABSTRACT

Read My Serial New School Poems: A Discussion about Huang Zunxian’s Literary Works
( GUAN Aihe SUN Junhong)

Abstract. Huang Zunxian belonged to the first generation of diplomats who went abroad in the late Qing Dynasty. In the
process of more than ten years of service as an envoy to the East and West Huang became one of the few intellectuals in China
who could compare the advantages and disadvantages of Eastern and Western civilizations from the perspective of self-reliance and
think about the destiny of the country and people in terms of self—improvement prosperity and progress. Huang’s poems were
“chanted to the world outside China” and he “wrote down my ideas with my hand” such that “there are people inside the poem
and meanings outside the poem”. As a result he has left in his poems the rich emotional tumult of a poet of the “innovative realm
of verse” as well as the difficult ideological trek of a man who “traveled from the East to the West” in the late Qing Dynasty.

“Fitness for Purpose”: How the Accreditation of Teacher Education Programs Influences the View on
Teacher Education Curricular Quality ( WANG Hong LUO Xiaodan)

Abstract: The view on teacher education curricular quality plays a leading role in the teacher education curriculum. The
kind of view on the teacher education curricular quality determines the kind of teacher education curriculum. The view on teacher
education curricular quality in China used to be “knowledge—based”. Although helpful for normal students to consolidate their
theoretical knowledge of education and teaching it seldom considers the educational practice of normal students and thus fails to
adapt to the development of elementary education. The implementation of teacher education program accreditation promotes the de—
velopment of teacher education curriculum quality toward “fitness for purpose”. Guided by this view the standards for evaluating
teacher education curricular quality and their practical application will change accordingly. Based on the relevant official docu—
ments of teacher education program accreditation this research explores the potential shift of the view on teacher education curric—
ular quality from being “knowledge—based” to “fitness for purpose” and its practical implications.

The Construction of Teacher Education Curriculums in the Perspective of OBE Accreditation
( TTIAN Tengfei LIU Renlu)

Abstract: Outcome—based education ( OBE) one of the important ideas for teacher education program accreditation not
only plays a guiding role in the accreditation work but also raises new requirements for the construction of teacher education pro—
grams. As curriculum is the core element of teacher education program construction universities with teacher education programs
are paying more and more attention to the role of OBE in curriculum construction. OBE—based curriculum construction calls for re—
constructing the curricular system according to graduation requirements adjusting the curricular structure according to the accred—
itation standards strengthening the practice—oriented optimization of curriculum content emphasizing the effectiveness of curricu—
lum implementation and carrying out curricular evaluation according to the achievement of curriculum objectives. As practice has
proved a sound organizational set—up and the separation of curricular management construction and evaluation are the basic
guarantee for improving the quality of curriculum and teaching. In order to ensure the achievement of the expected aims attention
should be paid to the conditions of OBE implementation and its inherent relationship to the teacher occupation.

The Path for Teacher Education Program Accreditation: Evolution Illusion and Redirection

( ZHAO Qiang WANG Lili ZHANG Wei)

Abstract. Teacher education program accreditation differs much from undergraduate teaching assessment undergraduate
program evaluation teacher certificate examination and undergraduate program construction. This study adopts the perspective of
historical institutionalism to analyze the influence of previous accreditation institutions on the practitioners of the current teacher
education program accreditation and reveals four illusions regarding the actual accreditation work. The practitioners are advised to
redirect their understanding from a macro—view to a medium view from management to governance from input to output and from
presetting to generation so as to reduce the historical inertia and path dependence and promote the functioning of the new accredi—
tation system.
